We realise that the move from Nursery to the Reception Class is a 
big step for every child and it is our aim as staff to ensure that it is an 
enjoyable experience.  We hope that this booklet, which gives         
information about the Reception Class will be of value to you, and 
can answer any questions you might have.  
 

STARTING IN THE RECEPTION CLASS 
Links with the Reception Class start as soon as your child comes to      
Nursery, from Christmas celebrations to Early years sessions of  
singing, games and story times, throughout the year. This ensures 
that your child is familiar with the building and confident to go from 
the hall to the toilets etc, and more importantly, familiar with           
Reception teachers and classroom assistants. This should ensure a 
more confident and relaxed transition from Nursery to Reception.  
If your child has not attended Nursery at Melin Gruffydd,                  
arrangements are made for them to attend a few of these sessions 
during the Summer term, to get to know the children and staff.  
We appreciate that the first few weeks of starting school can be     
difficult, and all Reception staff are trained to deal with welcoming 
new children. From experience, we find that a swift,   confident and 
happy farewell makes for a happy and confident child. If a child is  
unhappy and upset please feel free to contact the school later in the 
day for reassurance.

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PREPARING YOUR CHILD FOR SCHOOL 
 

Encouraging your child to be independent when 
 Going to the toilet 
Children are encouraged to develop good self-help skills and become         
independent when using the toilet. We appreciate that occasional accidents 
do happen and this will be dealt with swiftly and sensitively. Soiled clothes 
will be placed in a carrier bag and you child will be given clean school clothes 
from our stock. Please ensure that these clothes are washed and returned to 
school as soon as possible. Please let us know if you have any concerns   
regarding your child‘s development in this department. 
 Washing and drying hands 
 we would appreciate if this could be reinforced at all times so that it           
becomes second nature to the child, ensuring good personal hygiene and  
reducing the spread of  germs and illnesses. 
 Wearing his/her coat 
 the children will be using the outdoor area at various times of the day 
throughout the year. We appreciate that zips/buttons can be difficult, but   
children will be encouraged to recognises his/her name above the coat peg, 
put their coat on independently and return their coat to the correct peg after 
coming back in.  
 Undressing and dressing for P.E lessons 
Children will be partaking in 2 P.E lessons a week. They will wear a Melin 
Gruffydd PE T-shirt (available from school) and black/navy shorts.  Staff are 
at hand to give assistance, but children are encouraged to undress and 
dress independently. Velcro shoe fasteners also enable the child to be inde-
pendent when removing and putting on shoes. The kit should be kept in a 
small bag on your child‘s peg from Monday to Friday, and taken home over 
the     weekend. PE kit is essential for participation in these sessions. Train-
ers/daps are not essential until the summer term, when activities will take 
place      outside.  
 Tidy up time! 
Children are expected to look after classroom resources and take               
responsibility for putting them back after use so that they are ready for other 
children to use.

Children will eat their school meals or packed lunch in the canteen with the 
infants. The Reception staff will accompany the children for the first few 
weeks until the routine becomes familiar to them, and thereafter they will be 
supervised by teaching assistants and midday supervisors. They are         
encouraged to say ―please‖ and ―thank you‖ and to use cutlery as best they 
can.  Children may choose school meals or to bring a packed lunch. Should 
a child wish to change from packed lunch to school meals or vice versa, you 
may do so on a weekly basis, as meals are paid for per week, on a Monday. 
Cheques for school meals should be made payable to  Cardiff County   
Council, and you will be notified of the cost per week at the beginning of 
term.

Please ensure that every item of clothing/bag/bottle etc is clearly labelled 
with your child‘s name, and that your child can recognise his/her own name. 
Children undress for P.E and  remove jumpers for craft activities so mix ups 
do happen. Please notify us of any missing items as soon as possible, and 
we will endeavour to return items of clothing to the right  children.  
(School uniform can be purchased at Joyell‘s, Whitchurch 02920 693653—
other items such as coats, hats, water bottles etc, can be ordered from 
school.)

RECEPTION HOURS    9.10a.m-3.45p.m 
The introduction sessions in the mornings are a crucial part of the 
child‘s day as they engage the child in the day‘s learning focus and 
aid personal and social development as children settle quicker when 
they enter the school building with their classmates. Therefore we appreciate 
punctuality in the mornings, and also at the end of the day. In emergencies, 
please contact the school as soon as possible to notify the class teacher if you 
are going to be late collecting your child at the end of the day, so that your 
child can be reassured.  
MORNINGS 
For the first fortnight, children will be welcomed at 9.10am at the door leading 
from the little yard, and thereafter they will join the rest of the school on the 
rear yard and come in to school when the bell rings. Four members of staff are 
on yard duty each morning from 9.am to greet and supervise the children. On 
rainy days, children may go straight to their classrooms from 9.am onwards, 
where they will be supervised by a member of staff and year 6 monitors. If you 
arrive after 9.10a.m, please report to the main entrance. 
THE END OF THE DAY 
Parents are asked to wait outside the gate of the little yard until the children 
are led to the shelter so that they can be called individually to ensure their 
safety. On rainy days, parents are welcome to wait by the entrance so that the 
children can remain indoors until the arrival of the parent/carer. We MUST be 
notified of any change to the arrangements for collecting your child from school
– by phone or note/letter. 
ILLNESS AND ABSENCES 
Please notify the school if your child is ill so that the correct reason for          
absence can be noted on the register. While stressing the need for good       
attendance, it is much better to keep your child at home if he/she is ill as the 
illness might be passed on to other pupils and staff. We will also contact you if 
your child becomes unwell during the day.  
If you intend to take your child out of school for an annual holiday during term 
time, please notify the headmaster by means of a written letter to be submitted 
to the office prior to the holiday.  
Unexplained absences from school will be recorded as unauthorised absences 
on the child‘s attendance record. 
All accidents are recorded in the school incident book, and parents are notified 
immediately of any head injuries.

MEDICATION 
Please do not send medication to school with your child, try to fit doses 
around school sessions. We are able to assist children in using asthma  
medication but asthma pumps MUST be clearly labelled with the child‘s 
name and a copy of their care plan must be provided. 
 

FRUIT AND DRINK 
Each child will be provided with a mid morning drink (milk/water/squash) and 
a piece of fruit each day. We ask for a contribution of £1 a week towards the 
cost of this. Any money left over after paying for the fruit is used to pay for 
expendable  materials e.g. cooking ingredients, craft materials, seeds and 
gardening materials, as well helping to cover the cost of school trips, and 
parties.  Fruit money is collected on a Monday—please place money in an 
envelope clearly labelled with your child‘s name. Alternatively you can pay in 
advance for a term/half term (cheques payable to Ysgol Gymraeg Melin  
Gruffydd). You will be notified of the amount at the beginning of each term. 
Therefore, it is not necessary for your child to bring an additional snack, but 
they are welcome to bring empty water bottles / flasks to be filled from the 
water fountain during the day. Remember to put the child‘s name on the   
bottle. 
 

HOME SCHOOL LINKS—’CYSWLLT CARTREF 
We encourage the children to take part in activities at home, which are    rel-
evant to the terms theme or which reinforce specific skills.  You will be   noti-
fied of these tasks on a ‗Cyswllt Cartref‘ slip or orally by your child,       de-
pending on the activity. Official parents evenings are held in the Autumn and 
Spring terms, and a full report will be issued on your child‘s development at 
the end of the Summer term. However, should you wish to discuss any par-
ticular issue, parents should feel free to make an appointment with the class 
teacher at any time. 
 

MIRI MEL 
‗Miri Mel‘ is a scheme where tasks are sent home with the child in which 
members of the family can get involved—from reading or listening to a story 
to playing maths games etc This will commence during the later part of the 
first term. Please ensure that the contents of the red bags are complete on 
return to school. The child will be given a different activity on returning the 
previous task.

TEACHING AND LEARNING 
 
Every parent is invited to a ‘Welcome to the Reception Class’ at the 
start of the Autumn Term. 
Although there are two registration classes, both rooms are used as one 
teaching area and all staff work as one team. The children will experience / 
have access to every learning corner during the week as well as  play and 
learn with all reception children, aiding their social and personal                 
development. 
 
The six areas of learning in the Foundation Phase (statutory education     
programme) are 
 Personal and Social Development, Well-being and Cultural Diversity 
 Language, Literacy and Communication Skills 
 Mathematical Development 
 Knowledge and Understanding of the World 
 Physical Development 
 Creative Development 
 
Children will be encouraged to learn through a variety of learning activities, 
experiences and approaches, both in the indoor and outdoor environment,  
ranging from teacher led structured learning activities to child led activities. 
Their day will include structured sessions where predominantly language and 
mathematical skills are focussed upon as well as thematic, cross curricular 
activities where elements of all six areas will be developed, and where the 
children are encouraged to express their thoughts and ideas.  
 
The children will also experience focus week activities where one theme/
event is the focus for a range of practical activities undertaken throughout the 
week  This also involves parents, as we will be asking for volunteers to take 
part in these tasks during the week whilst simultaneously getting involved in 
a variety of the child‘s learning experience.
