There are eight 'double’ letters: CH, DD, FF, NG, LL, PH, RH, TH. These
have a single sound (see under pronunciation) and they are classed as sin-
gle letters in the alphabet, following the order shown above.

Pronunciation
The following letters always have the same sounds as in English:

B,D,FF,H,J,K,L, M\,N,P,PH, T.

Other letters are pronounced thus:

C as English 'K' (king)

CH as Scottish 'CH' (loch)

DD as voiced 'TH' in English (this)

F as 'V' in English (vote)

G as hard 'G' in English (girl)

NG almost always without a hard 'G’ (king)
LL as in (Llanelli)

R trilled 'R’ (rrr)
RH as trilled 'R’ followed by 'H’
S always as 'S’ (this)

TH always as 'TH' (both)
